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Man is shot to death in Upland on Sept. 30; suspect is arrested

The Upland Police Department issued a news release after a man was shot to death on Sept. 30.

A man was shot to death in Upland on Sept. 30 and a suspect was arrested in connection with the crime,
according to the Upland Police Department.

At about 11:55 a.m., officers responded to a shots fired call at the southeast parking lot of Memorial Park.
Eyewitnesses who were at the scene described seeing the suspect flee the location in a southwest direction
immediately after the shooting.

Upon their swift arrival, officers successfully located and apprehended the suspect in close proximity to the
scene. In addition, officers retrieved what is believed to be the handgun used in the incident.

Preliminary investigations suggest that the suspect had been involved in a prior altercation with the victim at
the same location. It appears that the suspect returned later to specifically target the victim. As such, this
shooting is believed to be a targeted incident and not a random act of violence against members of the public.

The victim is a 34-year-old Upland man who was suffering from multiple gunshot wounds. Officers and
members of the San Bernardino County Fire Department rendered aid to no avail. The victim was
pronounced deceased at the scene.
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
